Attitude Is EVERYTHING!
 Have you ever noticed that attitude is the primary backing behind anything? If 

you have an attitude of not wanting to do something, you will more than likely NOT do 

it or give it at least little effort. If you have a bad attitude, you will receive badness in 

return. If we have a good attitude in wanting to do something, we will give it all our 

effort. And if you come to something with a good attitude, you will more than likely get 

good in return. Christianity is the same way! Today, let’s look at a couple of things that 

our attitudes affect.

 First of all, if we have an attitude that is bad toward the work of the church or in 

our responsibilities as Christians, the work and the purpose of a Christian will be 

hindered. If all we find ourselves asking is, “Do I have to do this” or “I don’t want to do 

this”, our efforts will be hindered in every way. When we are finding ourselves being 

forced to do something, we find ourselves not putting forth the effort and only doing 

the LEAST POSSIBLE to just get by. But when our hearts are excited, with a good 

attitude, we find ourselves asking WHAT MORE can I do and what CAN I DO to 

help? May we remember what John says in 1 John 5:3, “For this is the love of God, 

that we keep His commandments. And His commandments are not burdensome.”

 Secondly, if we have a bad attitude, it will lead to bad results in evangelism. 

Going out into a world full of lost people with an attitude of wanting to tell them that 

they are wrong and wanting to win an argument to show them that they are wrong will 

only lead to mad people and a bad taste in the mouths of lost people about the church. 

Instead of being a source of help and guidance to the lost, we now have the reputation 

that all we want to do is argue and tell everyone that we are the only ones right. We 

have to realize that a command, being done with a wrong attitude, can violate the 

command altogether. Every command is there with a purpose and a motive behind it. 

We are commanded to evangelize (Mark 16:15) but to do so in LOVE (Eph. 4:15). We 

are commanded to evangelize (Matthew 28:19-20), but we are to do in wisdom 

(Colossians 4:5). If we do what God wants us to do in the way that He says to do it, we 

can expect to get the results that God promises to give!
