How much faith do we have in God that He CAN / WILL help us and get through 

whatever we are facing? (Matthew 7:7-11)

V. We need to enrich ourselves and our families in the commands / admonishments 

of God SO THAT WE CAN BASK IN THE ABILITY OF GOD! (Joshua 1:8, 

Psalm 48:9, 119:97-99, 32:6, Matthew 26:41, 1 Thessalonians 5:17-18)

VI.6 Ideas For Your Family

1. Set aside 15-30 minutes each day for meditation.

2. Join a discussion group.

3. Use the Bible and its wonderful lessons to help your children clarify their 

values.

4. Identify weakness and strengths
