THE TESTIMONY OF JESUS 

     Jesus Christ said, “even if I bear witness of Myself, My witness is true (John 8:14).”   
The importance of believing the true testimony regarding the nature and identity of Jesus 
Christ is emphasized in the same context.  Jesus said, “if you do not believe that I am, you 
will die in your sins (John 8:24).”  From this we conclude that knowing, believing, and 
acknowledging the truth are important factors in the salvation of souls.  On the same 
occasion, Jesus explained, if you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed.  And you 
shall know the truth and the truth shall make you free (John 8:31-32).”  The truth that 
enables one to be a disciple of Jesus is firm, absolute, concrete, knowable, and it is that 
which makes us free from sin. 

     Jesus engaged the Pharisees in a discussion about who their true father was.  They 
wanted to claim Abraham as their father; but Jesus pointed out their true father was the 
devil (John 8:44),  Jesus made this accusation because the devil “was a murderer from the 
beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because there is not truth in him.  When he 
speaks a lie, he speaks from his own, for he is a liar and the father of it.  But because I tell 
the truth, you do not believe me (John 8:44,45).”  That which is false is the opposite of 
truth.  That which is the opposite of what is true is a lie.  Jesus spoke the truth, and 
therefore all who contradict His teaching are speaking lies.  Those who speak lies are 
disciples of the devil for Satan is the source of lies.  He is the source of all that is false.  On 
the other hand, Jesus Christ is the embodiment of truth (John 1:14), and therefore the 
source of truth (John 14:6).   Those whose teaching is consistent with the revelation of 
Jesus Christ in the New Covenant are teaching the pure Gospel message that has the power 
to save souls (Romans 1:14-17).  Those who contradict Biblical truth as revealed by God 
through Jesus Christ are false teachers.  They are liars.  They are of the devil.  To be sure, 
not all false teachers/prophets are so careless as to deliberately  follow the lies of  the devil.

Many genuinely confused and deceived.  However, their confusion or deception does 
not change  the nature  of truth, nor does  it change what is true.  Truth is that which 
accords with reality. 

     In order to determine the truth of a matter we must collect all the relevant data, or 
in some cases, as much data as is accessible.  The data much be carefully and honestly 
examined on an organized fashion before any conclusions are drawn from the data.  In 
drawing conclusions we  should  only  draw  such  conclusions  as are  warranted  by 
the  evidence.  Once  the conclusion has been drawn it should be subject to testing.  
The method of determining  truth as  just  described is  consistent  with the corre-
spondence theory  of truth.  That  is, truth  corresponds  with reality.  This method of 
determining truth is also consistent with the way logic and language are used in com-
municating truth.  The Bible is God’s communication of truth to man.  Applying a 
false system of thought, or maintaining an incorrect view of truth may prevent one 
from understanding the meaning of the text.  Those who interpret the Bible in any way 
that suits their own personal feelings and thoughts indicate a failure to understand, or 
at least to apply, the correct view of truth. 

     As we study the Bible we are looking at statements that are true.  While the Bible 

contains a record of some of the lies told by individuals, the record of that lie is a 

truthful and logical statement  concerning an historical  fact.  All recorded  statements 

of God in the Bible are factual records of statements He actually made, and all of His 

statements are statements of truth.  The Gospel record given to us by John the apostle 

reveals much to us regarding the nature of truth. John shows us truth can be confident-

ly  and clearly stated (John 1:1-6), and the truth concerning eternal life is from Jesus 

and is absolute (John 6:66-69).  Truth can be known (John 8:32) and while God is the 

source of truth (John 8:40), Jesus is the embodiment of truth (John 14:6).  John taught 

us, the word of God is truth (John 17:17), and the Holy Spirit revealed all truth to the 

apostles (John 14:15-18); 15:26-27; 16:6-15). 

 

     To follow Jesus is to follow the truth.  To teach what Jesus gave to the inspired 

writers of the first century is to teach the truth.  Those who disagree with Jesus are 

wrong.  Those who teach something contrary to the Scriptures are liars.
