What Kind of Person Should You Be? 

(2 Peter 3:11) 
 

All These Things Will Be Dissolved 
 

     By inspiration of the Holy Spirit, the apostle Peter revealed God’s will concerning the 
coming Day of the Lord (2 Peter 3).  The Day of the Lord is the day He comes back to judge 
the world.  We cannot know when the Day of the Lord will occur as indicated by Peter saying 
He will come as a thief in the night, but we know it is coming.  On that day everything that is 
made of matter will be dissolved, melt with fervent heat, and pass away with a great noise.  In 
consideration of the fact that everything will be dissolved, what kind of person should you be?  
In other words, the fact that everything that is made of matter will one day be dissolved should 
affect the kind of people we are.  Peter points out we should be a people of  holy conduct and 
godliness who look forward to the Day of God, and who are diligent to be found by Him on 
the day without spot and blameless. 
 

Material Possession Will Be Dissolved 
 

     What kind of person are you if you are focused on the accumulation of wealth to the point 
that you are neglecting your soul and the souls of your family members?  You are not a person 
who is convicted of the reality that someday it will all be dissolved.  Knowing the Lord will 
return, there will be a judgment, and all that is in this world will be gone should change our 
perspective on material possessions.  What kind of person should you be in consideration of 
the fact that the earth and universe will be dissolved?  Certainly not one who is greedy and 
covetous.  Not one who is so tied to the material possessions of this life they would neglect 
their  soul.   
 
The Day of the Lord and the Dissolving of Matter Negates the Importance of Athletic Pursuits 

 
     There is nothing wrong with being interested in sports as long as one is a faithful Christian 
and keeps athletics in perspective.

I can 
think of little that is more foolish. The Lord will return.  Judgment day will occur.  The earth 
and universe will be dissolved.  What will it mean to you on that day to see your children lost 
because you elevated sports above God in their lives?

     If we are truly convinced and convicted of the reality that the Lord will come again, will 
judge mankind, and will dissolve this material universe it will show in the way we live.  Our 
faith will be our focus.  The faith of our children will be our focus.  We will look for ways to 
improve and strengthen our spiritual perspective and focus.  We will continually make 
decisions  that put God first and increase our spiritual strength as well as that of our family 
members.  We will look for opportunities to help strengthen others as well.  We will enjoy 
God’s blessings in this life but we will never allow ourselves to become distracted from the 
only goal in life that matters.  That is glorying God in life through humble obedience to Him so 
we are prepared for the day when all matter is dissolved.
