THIS IS GOD’S UNIVERSE 

 

1. This is God’s Universe because He created it. 

 
     The historically accurate account of the creation of the universe was given to us by God 
Himself, through inspiration.  The exact and specific words that God wanted Moses to use in 
describing the origin of the universe were given to Moses through the Holy Spirit when 
Moses wrote the book of Genesis.  The Bible says, “In the beginning God created the heavens 
and the earth” (Genesis 1:1).  God created this universe, and therefore God owns this 
universe. 
 
     The Holy Spirit spoke through the words and writing of David during those times God 
revealed His will through David (2 Samuel 23:2).  David, by inspiration of the Holy Spirit 
says, “The earth is the LORD’S,  and all its fullness, the world and those who dwell therein.  
For He has founded it upon the seas, and established it upon the waters” (Psalm 24:1-2).   
 
     The Psalmist writes, “By the word of the LORD the heavens were made, and all the host of 
them by the breath of His mouth . . . Let all the earth fear the LORD; let all the inhabitants of 
the world stand in awe of Him.  For He spoke, and it was done; He commanded and it stood 
fast” (Psalm 33:6-9).     Ethen, the Ezrahite states, “The heavens are Yours, the earth also is 
Yours;  The world and all its fullness, you have founded them”  (Psalm 89:11). 
 
2. This is God’s Universe because He sustains it. 
     
     Paul told the Greeks, that God, “has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on 
all the face of the earth . . .so that they should seek the Lord . . . though He is not far from 
each one of us; for in Him we live and move and have our being . . .” (Acts 17:25-27).

     Daniel writes, “God holds your breath in His hands” (Daniel 5:23).  The writer of 
Hebrews teaches that God, through Christ, made the world, and that God, through Christ, is 
upholding all things by the word of His power (Hebrews 1:2-3). 
 

3. This is God’s Universe because He has power over it. 
     
     None of the plans that nations make will stand unless God allows them to (Psalm 33:10-
19).  God’s plans for nations will always stand because the universe is His and He is in 
control.  For this reason, it is not mighty weapons that preserve a nation, but rather 
righteousness (Proverbs 14:34).   
 
     Nebuchadnezzar writes, “I thought it good to declare the signs and wonders that the Most 
High God has worked for me.  How great are His signs, and how mighty are His wonders 
that the Most High God has worked for me.  How great are His signs, and how mighty His 
wonders!  His kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and His dominion is from generation to 
generation” (Daniel 4:2-3).  Nebuchadnezzar wrote these things after learning,  “that the 
Most High rules in the kingdom of men, gives it to whomever He will, and sets over is the 
lowest of men” (Daniel 4:17).  Later the Babylonian king writes, “I blessed the Most High 
and praised and honored Him who lives forever: for His dominion is an everlasting 
dominion, and His kingdom is from generation to generation.  All the inhabitants of the earth 
are reputed as nothing; He does according to His will in the army of heaven, and among all 
the inhabitants of the earth no one can restrain His hand” (Daniel 4:34-35).   
 
4. This is God’s Universe because He will end it. 
 
     He will take the material universe out of existence.  We are told that on the day of the 
Lord, “the heavens will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent 
heat; both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up.  Therefore, since all these 
things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and 
godliness, looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the 
heavens will be dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat” (2 
Peter 3:10-12). 
 
     When God ends this universe, He will judge mankind.  Jesus says, “he who rejects Me, 
and does not receive My words, has that which judges him-the word that I have spoken will 
judge him in the last day”   (John 12:48).   Paul states, God “commands all men everywhere 
to repent, because He has appointed a day on which He will judge the world in 
righteousness” (Acts 17:30-31).  Paul also writes, “we shall all stand before the judgment 
seat of Christ” (Romans 14:10).
