Being a first timer I had so many things I wanted to talk about and I couldn’t 
decide.  I thought about going over to the book of Job and talking about patience. 
Patience needed when waiting on luggage that may never arrive. Patience trying to 
figure out how to endure the week with no clothes and no food and no clean outfit 
to wear each day.  
 
But… we drove down that road.  
 
I began to realize that I may still have more with me in my backpack than most of 
these people have that I am seeing.  So I decided I couldn’t talk about that.

So then I thought about Matthew 28 and evangelism. That’s why we’re here.  And I 
know many first timers brought our children here to teach them a  lesson. We 
wanted them to understand that there is more to life than Gameboys, cell phones, 
and Facebook. We adults know better. We know poverty. We’ve seen it. We’ve 
seen the pictures. This trip is about a life lesson for our children. 
 
But…we drove down that road.  
 
I began to realize there is more here than that lesson for our children. There is a 
huge lesson here for me too because I really haven’t seen poverty like this ever 
before. We are so blessed in our lives. So that was no good.  
 
So then I decided to go to the beatitudes and talk about the happiness we as 
Christians have. After all we’re the ones going to heaven. We’re the ones with 
prosperity.  
 
But…we drove down that road.  
 
And as I saw the little children running to the fences smiling and waving I began to 
realize that maybe my concept of happiness was blurred by my prosperity. Here are 
these little children with absolutely nothing and yet they seemed so happy.  
 
So…I finally decided that I really didn’t have anything to say but maybe this one 
thing…. 
 
Today…open your eyes to possibilities…to potential…to the future…to your own 
life….as we drive down that road.
