 ONLY GOD CAN FORGIVE SINS 
Pope Francis has designated 2016 to be “An Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy” – a 

yearlong period in which the church emphasizes forgiveness of sins and universal 
pardon.  Particularly Pope Francis asserted his global papal authority on Tuesday, 
authorizing Roman Catholic priests around the world to offer reconciliation and 
forgiveness to women who have had abortions. 

When the Jewish leaders witnessed Jesus healing the sick and afflicted, they were 
shocked that he forgave their sins also. 

 
When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be 
forgiven thee. But there were certain of the scribes sitting there, and reasoning in 
their hearts, Why doth this man thus speak blasphemies? who can forgive sins but 
God only? And immediately when Jesus perceived in his spirit that they so 
reasoned within themselves, he said unto them, Why reason ye these things in 
your hearts? Whether is it easier to say to the sick of the palsy, Thy sins be 
forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk?  But that ye may 
know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (he saith to the sick 
of the palsy,) say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy bed, and go thy way into thine 
house. And immediately he arose, took up the bed, and went forth before them all; 
insomuch that they were all amazed, and glorified God, saying, We never saw it on 
this fashion. (Mark 2:5-12) 
 
Jesus’ accusers were in error when they discounted the actions taken by Him in 

forgiving sins.  However, they were right that only God forgives sins.  But Jesus was 
God!   

No man on earth today has the authority to forgive sins.  Sins can only be forgiven 
by God.
