SALVATION (Part 3)

"l believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God," is known as the
"Good Confession." The confession of the Ethiopian eunuch provides a
great example of a verbal response that acknowledges the deity and
Lordship of Jesus.

Confessing Christ is a major turning point on ones' life. A confession
such as this is a statement of a new allegiance. No longer was the eunuch
a proselyte Jew for he is now proclaiming his allegiance to the Lord Jesus
Christ.

One might make a similar comparison to a foreign-born person
qualifying for United States citizenship. That person must verbally accept
this new allegiance. When one is inducted into the military, he/she must
adopt a new allegiance to the Armed Forces of the United States. One
does this by affirming or swearing by an oath of compliance to its rules and
regulations.

Those who wish to be Christians and Christians who wish to remain
in good standing with God must also confess Jesus before men. "Every
one therefore who shall confess me before men, him will | also confess
before my Father who is in heaven. But whosoever shall deny me before
men, him will |1 also deny before my Father who is in heaven." (Matthew
10:32-33)

Everyone who expects to please the Father must confess Jesus as
Lord and live a life that reflects that truth.
