How Does The Lord Draw People?

In John 6:44, Jesus states, “No one can come to Me unless the Father
who sent Me draws him; and I will raise him up at the last day.” This
statement has confused people for years and even has led to false
teachings being made about God. Does God individually pull people
while pushing away others, or does He do this in a unified effort to give
everyone an equal opportunity to come to Him? We know from multiple
scriptures that God is equally allowing everyone to come to Him (Jn.
3:16, Acts 10:34-35, etc.) But how does He do it? It would be shocking
to some to know that God draws people to Him by showing His love
towards us. Then it comes down to us to allow that love to draw us to
God. Think about what Jesus said in John 12:32, “And I, if I am lifted
up from the earth, will draw all peoples to Myself.” When Jesus died on
the cross, it was the expression of love that He had for us. We can see
this clearly explained in Romans 5:8. We can also see what Paul said in
2 Corinthians 5:14, “For the love of Christ compels us, because we
judge thus: that if One died for all, then all died;” When God gave us
His Son, He did so out of love to get our attention. Remember, God will
never force us to do anything that is outside of our own free will. So, if
we allow our attention to be focused on Jesus and we come to Him, it is
because we chose to do so. I want to end this article with Romans 2:4,
“Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and
longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads you to
repentance?”
