The Source of Our Problems 
 
Text: James 4:1-10 
 
     The church is a spiritual institution that is perfect because of Christ, but made up 

of imperfect individuals. Therefore, sometimes, we find ourselves in situations that 

are unpleasant and cause strife among the congregation. But where do all of these 

situations stem from? Is it something that is innate in us or is it something that we 

choose to happen by not being the people that God desires us to be?  

      

     As we get into the text, we see very quickly that James states that the wars and 

fighting that are among us stem from our desires for pleasures (sinfulness) that are in 

our members. We are speaking about the individual members of the congregation. 

This means that what we are and do as an individual, WILL affect the church entirely. 

If we find ourselves not being the people that we need to be, then it will cause 

problems and situations that could be avoided if we only chose to be the right people. 

We have to realize that God desires PEACE, UNITY, LOVE, and HEALING in a 

congregation (Rom. 14:17-19, 1 Cor. 13). James just spoke that peace comes from 

those who make peace (3:18). We cannot expect to be ungodly and then be what we 

need to be in the church. Those two characteristics do not mix, nor CAN mix (2 Cor. 

6:14, Eph. 5:11). If we want there to not be problems and situations in the church, we 

must first CHANGE OURSELVES from that which is against the way that God wants 

us to be  and be  the  people  that  God wants  us to  be. This  is  the  reason  for James

making the statement “Do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity with 

God? Whoever, therefore, wants to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy 

of God” (4:4). We have to choose who we are going to be in friendship with and who 

we are not!  

     The main culprit in every battle and situation in the church is PRIDE. Notice what 

he says in James 4:6 “But He gives more grace. Therefore He says: “God resists the 

proud, But gives grace to the humble.” Pride is the arrogance to have things their 

way, to be right in their situations, taking your thoughts as the most important over 

others. Pride causes us not to work well with others and eliminates the POSSIBILITY 

of having unity among the church. Where God stands on pride is very evident within 

scripture (Jms. 4:6, Matt. 23:12, Lk. 14:11, Lk. 18:14, 1 Pet. 5:5). We even see that 

the one who causes division, God hates (Prov. 6:16-19). God is totally against the one 

who is prideful for the simple fact that it goes TOTALLY AGAINST everything that 

Christ died for. We are commanded to CRUCIFY OURSELVES when we obeyed the 

gospel (Romans 6:3-4, cf. Lk. 14:27). We must be willing to knock down our prideful 

self when we see it rise its ugly face so that we can have peace, love, and unity that 

God desires us to have.  

     God gives us the remedy to conqueror every battle, situation, and fight and if we 

were to follow this remedy, then we can avoid situations, battles, and fights. It all 

comes down to HUMILITY. Notice that he says that if we are willing to submit to 

God, resist the devil, draw near to God, cleanse our hands, purify our hearts, and 

lament over our sinful actions of pride we can all become the people that God 

wants us to be for Him and also be what each member NEEDS for us to be. It 

can all be summarized in one word: HUMILITY!
