ANTICHRIST

     John wrote by inspiration concerning antichrists (I John 2:18).  The Bible does not speak of one man being 
the antichrist.  John said, in his day there were many.  They were plural and they existed in the first century.  It 
is not one man the world is waiting to see. 
 
     John not only said there were many antichrists already existing in his day but he identified who they were.  
Anyone who denies that Jesus is the Christ is antichrist (1 John 2:22).  Anyone who will not confess the fact 
that Jesus Christ came in the flesh is antichrist (I John 4:3; 2 John 7).  The word “anti” means, “against”.  One 
who is “antichrist” is one who is “against” Christ.  Anyone who denies Jesus is the Christ and who denies that 
He came in the flesh is against Christ or “antichrist”. 
 
     Based on John’s definition of antichrist we understand that the “man of sin” is not the same (2 Thessalonians 
2:1-12).  While the man of sin is certainly against Christ, he is not identified with the same false doctrines that 
characterize John’s description of “antichrists”.   
 
     In addition the land beast who wears the mark “666,” is not equated specifically with either “the man of 
sin,” or “antichrists”.  Beasts in apocalyptic language refer to nations, political powers, or political 
organizations (Daniel 2, 7).  The beasts of Revelation thirteen refer to the Roman Government (sea beast) and 
the arm of the Roman government that persecuted Christians for not worshipping the emperor (land beast).  
Although the enforcement of emperor and Roman pagan polytheistic worship is against Christ it is not 
identified by the term “antichrist” in the Bible.   
      
     Furthermore, the false doctrine put forth by most in the denominations concerning “The Antichrist,” is not to 
be forced into the context of Daniel 9:26, 27.  The premillennial view of antichrist is a false doctrine that must 
not be forced into any passage of Scripture.  Daniel’s “seventy week” prophecy refers to death of the Messiah 
at the hands of the Jews and the resulting consequences of their actions.  
 
     The term “antichrist” as used in the Bible does not refer to a leader who will take control of a one-world 
government.  It does not refer to one man who will give the world three and a half years of peace followed by 
three and a half years of tribulation.  It does not refer to one man who will persecute Jews and those who would 
be converted to Christianity during a period of  “great tribulation”.  The term “antichrist” does not refer to one 
man whose forces will finally be defeated in the “Battle of Armageddon”.  The term “antichrist” does not refer 
to “the man of sin,” the “prince,” or the beast that wears “666”.
